Lowry Lane, named after English painter L. S. Lowry, combines catchy indie songwriting with a rough around the edges alternative aesthetic. Founded in 2015 as a side project alongside other bands by German multi-instrumentalist Paul Friebe, Lowry Lane has recently become the main focus of his musical endeavours. Inspired by the naive and bold simplicity of Andy Warhol and the sobering and disillusioning insights of Hunter S. Thompson, Paul has been writing poetry and music for more than a decade. He describes Lowry Lane as the vehicle for his musical self discovery which aims to recklessly unfold the inherent conflicts he finds within himself and in the world around him.
